PLAY PRODUCTION HOURS

Theatre Arts & Improv: TWO show requirement by the end of the semester (4 hrs)
Studio 1, Shakespeare & Musical Theatre: THREE show requirement due each grading period (6 hrs)
Studio 2: FOUR show requirement; 2 due by the end of the semester (8 hrs)
Tech Theatre & Directing: Refer to the syllabus for the specific course requirements.

Anything over the required hours will be counted as extra credit.

Each show receives 2 hours. Production work is hour for hour.
EXAMPLES

ATTEND SHOWS

Attend a show in the community, the high school, a different school, church, etc.  Then come see me before, after school, or during ac lab, but not during class, to critique it with me. (You only have 2 weeks from the time you saw the show to critique before I will not accept it as on time)  I will ask you questions like, “Who do you feel was the most believable actor?  Why?  Who was the weakest?  How did the set look?” How did the lighting best represent the mood?  Give examples of what you saw.  You need to describe everything as if I have never seen a production before.  Choir, band and other concerts do not count.  PCM shows will only receive ½ credit.  See the class website or the production hour board for a list of available shows in our area. Improv shows also count!
PARTICIPATE IN A SHOW

Audition or be in the fall or spring show.  If you audition and do not make it, you will receive half credit.  If you are in the production, you will receive credit for the whole semester. See the theatre website for audition / show information.
PRODUCTION WORK

Do stage work for the fall or spring show.  You can do any aspect of technical work. ie: be an usher, sell tickets, hand out programs, work fundraisers, work concessions or build and/or paint the sets. Sign up on the theatre website to join a crew for any show.
If you have any other questions or ideas, just ask.

RECORD YOUR HOURS!
YOU are responsible to record all your hours on the index card provided for you in class that will remain in the little black box in my classroom. NO CARDS ARE TO LEAVE the classroom.   Fill out a card and get the necessary signature to verify your work. Remember: ALL CRITIQUES are to be completed within TWO WEEKS of seeing the show.  After 2 weeks, the critique is late and NO credit given.
