ABOUT CRAIG:

Craig Elementary houses one of the most culturally diverse student populations in the
Parkway School District.

CRAIG HISTORY:

Craig was established in 1966. Craig School is located on Craig Road, which was named
for the Craig family of farmers and property owners in the area. The two Craig sons, Jesse and
James, fought on opposite sides of the Civil War. Craig's opening, along with other Parkway
construction, was delayed due to a sheet metal strike. To complicate matters, more students
enrolled than were anticipated, so several classes were housed across the street from the
school at Mt. Zion United Methodist Church.
